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PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE 
 
Dear Dianne Feinstein School Families, 
 
Our final budget has arrived.  It was based on our ten 
day count of 377 students.  We received a total of 
$1,711,368, compared with the original preliminary 
budget we received in April of 2008 which was a total 
of $1,709,349.  The majority of our budget pays for 
staffing (i.e. – teachers, secretary, principal, student 
advisor).  Our School Site Council will reconvene in the 
next week, September 30 at 6 pm, to discuss how to 
budget any left over monies.  All community members 
are welcome to join us at this meeting.  
 
School Site Council nomination forms are due by the 
end of today.  Please turn them in to the office.  Ballots 
for new School Site Council positions will go out in next 
week’s Wednesday Envelope.  When you receive your 
ballot, please vote for the candidates of your choice and 
return your ballot to the main office.   
 
We are in need of adults to assist in yard supervision at 
lunch time.  We have one paid noontime monitor 
position and many volunteer positions.  The paid 
position is from 11:00 am until 12:00 pm daily.  If you 
are interested in this position, contact me at 615-8461 
or stop by the office to see me.  If you are available 
from 11:00 am until 12:00 pm any day, stop by the 
office to sign in to volunteer.  There is a sign up sheet 
for lunch supervision volunteers in the office.  
Volunteers will be contacted when the training is 
scheduled.  Thank you in advance for supporting our 
school!  
 
Many families have turned in the form to receive 
Wednesday envelope information electronically.  If you 
are interested in receiving electronic Wednesday 
envelopes, please turn in the form that was in last 
week’s Wednesday envelope. 
 
We have had four reported cases of head lice at our 
school.  In order to keep the spread of head lice under 
control, we have excluded infected students from 
school until their caregiver has treated them.   If you 
have not received a letter from us, no one in your 
child’s class has been identified as having head lice.  All 
classroom teachers have been advised of these cases 
and reminded of best practices to prevent the spread of 
head lice. 

Head lice are parasitic insects that are transmitted by 
contact with an infested person or item such as a rug, 
couch or car seat and/or by the exchange of hats,  
clothing, helmets, headphones or personal hair items.  
Head lice are more likely to be transmitted at home 
than in the school setting.  Please remember that head 
lice are a normal occurrence in children.  They do not 
occur due to poor hygiene or improper care.  Our 
students who have been identified as having head lice 
need to know that their conditions remain anonymous 
and that there should be no stigma attached to having 
head lice.  As a caring school community, we should 
respect everyone’s privacy and support all of our 
students.  If you are concerned about head lice, please 
feel free to contact me or stop by the office to pick up 
information about head lice signs and symptoms.
