ithout your regular
donations to the
Alumni Association
General Fund, the Alumni-
Scope faces a dire future.

We wouldn’t be able to
publish it in its present form
and bring you the GWHS
news you request and deserve
if we scaled back to 8 pages
or less. Our newsletter is al-
ready the smallest of any S.E
public high school alumni as-
sociation. We do, however,
continually and aggressively
explore printing and mailing
cost-saving options.

One of those options is e-
mail delivery. Our first test last
August had mixed results. Most
of the 50 recipients did not
open their e-mail, and we have
no way of knowing if those
e-mails landed in the member’s
“junk” or “spam” folder or
were merely overlooked.

Even so, we’d only achieve
tangible savings of e-mail over
printing if the number of e-mail
recipients increased by a factor
of 20, AND if e-mail recipients
donate regularly, otherwise
we’ve negated the savings.

The volunteer services of a
web designer to create e-mail
blasts would also be welcome.

Hiroshi Motomura $°70 is an influential
scholar and teacher of immigration and citizenship
law. He co-authored two casebooks, Immigration
and Citizenship and Forced Migration. His
2006 book Americans in Waiting was placed on
the U.S. State Department’s Suggested Reading
List for Foreign Service Officers and won the
Professional and Scholarly Publishing Award from
the Association of American Publishers as the
years best book in Law and Legal Studies. He has

published many
articles and es-
says, testified as
an expert before
Congress, served
as co-counsel or
volunteer con-
sultant in federal
appeals court
and Supreme
Court cases, has
been a member
of the American
Bar Association’s
Commission on Immigration, and was appointed
as an advisor to the Obama-Biden Transition
Team’s Working Group on Immigration Policy.

Before joining the UCLA Law faculty in 2008,
he taught at Univ. of North Carolina, Chapel Hill,
Univ. of Colorado, Boulder and was visiting
professor at Hokkaido Univ. in Japan and Univ.
of Michigan Law School. His teaching awards
include American Academy in Berlin’ first Lloyd
Cutler Fellow, Univ. of Colorados 1997 President’s
Teaching Scholar (their highest teaching dis-
tinction), and Univ. of North Carolina, Chapel
Hills 2008 Distinguished Teaching Award for
Post-Baccalaureate Instruction.

He earned his BA at Yale in 1974 and his
law degree at UC Berkeley’s Boalt Hall in 1978.
